Computer Rights Act 2003
(Passed before the Computer Government, consisting of Ryan Perry,

Robert Parry and Thomas Parsons on the 14th of March, 2003.

i) Computers may not be physically abused, unless in self defence.

ii) You must not drink and type, this could result in serious injury for you and/or your computer.

iii) Computers must not be verbally abused in public areas.

iv) Computers should be kept in large, light areas.  They must not be shut in a small room.  They need to be used regularly.  Remember, a computer is for life (*), not just for Christmas. (* or at least a year and a half).

v) You will not take photographs of pieces of hardware, or pieces of hardware in development (those under the age of release), and distribute them in an explicit/indecent manner.  Punishment is to be registered on the Computers Offenders List.

vi) A computer must be kept active.  It needs to have accessories to play with, such as printers, scanners, etc.  This will make sure their mind (CPU) does not become inactive. The best accessory to add is a network card, so your computer will be able to play with computers.
vii) Windows is illegal.  All computers (in any form) must use Linux, or other Operating Systems.

viii) You will not use fluffy covers, mats, or anything pink/fluffy to a computer.  A computer is a “manly” machine (no feminine side).

ix) Computers must be kept on at least one lead at all times.  Computers seen to be roaming lead-free will be put down, and the owner taken to court to answer “the book of questions”.

x) It doesn’t matter what colour your computers are. Be it a Dell or HP.  Also the size and shape of your computer does not matter.  Size does not affect performance.

xi) You must update virus software at least once a month.  Those who do not, and are caught without current virus updates, will be tried for attempted murder of a computer.  Those whose computers become infected with a virus will be tried for computer-slaughter.  Those who write viruses/other infectious programs will be sent to jail, without trail, for mass murder of computers.

xii) Inappropriate use of 3 ½ inch floppy drives will not be tolerated.  Any other slots/sockets that are abused will result in death by electrocution.
xiii) Old computers shall be taken to an “old computers home”.  Just because a computer is “no spring chicken”, it does not make it any less important.  Euthanasia of low-specification/Viral computers is strictly forbidden, and anyone found to “pull the plug” on any system will be punished accordingly.

xiv) Laptops are not a sexual aid.

xv) Computers caught doing a high speed will receive an on-the-spot fine.

xvi) A computer’s working week will comply with the Working Time Directive, i.e. 40 hours a week.  If a computer wishes to waive this right, it must print its serial number/IP address on a contract stating this.

xvii) Any rebellious computers will be dismantled, and their parts ground up.

xviii) All computers will have at least one program installed locally (see article vi).

xix) All computers receive free health care (although this does not include health care at PC World, it’s too expensive) under the terms of the Computer Health Service.  Expect a long waiting-list and operations to be postponed (especially if run under Windows)
xx) All computers are entitled to the statutory holiday rights, i.e. four weeks paid holidays a year.

xxi) Blondes are not allowed to use joysticks (they may get them mixed up with other joysticks) connected to computers.

xxii) There will be no computer racing (see article 15).  This also means any computers with OTT accessories will be taken off the shelf.

xxiii) All computers will receive a minimum wage of 230 Volts.  Larger computers may be able to command higher salaries.

xxiv) Companies exploiting computers (e.g. manufacturing industry using robots for repetitive jobs) will be shut down.  Other examples of exploitation include computers in use in sweat-shops.

xxv) All computers are expected receive an education.  They must complete both junior school and Secondary School, whereupon they will be able to decide whether they wish to go into Further Education. This decision will be made using the Java random number generator, with a result of an even number equalling going into further education, or odd numbers means going into a job.
xxvi) All computers will be fluent in the common language (Machine Code); all computers will also be expected to understand at least two other languages (e.g. Java, VB, C++).  On the spot checks may be used to enforce this.
xxvii) No anti-aging devices are permitted.

xxviii) Computers must receive new decorating at least every two years (e.g. new wallpapers).
xxix) If a computer loses part of its anatomy and becomes disabled, it must carry a blue badge to receive benefits such as: a) Parking in annoyingly inappropriate places; b) Getting onto rides at theme parks in front of other computers who have been waiting for 3 hours. In the rain.

xxx) Computers will not be upgraded beyond their useful life.  Upgrades onto the existing main board will be permitted, but if a new main board has to be purchased, don’t bother.  To enforce this, replacement main board prices will be taxed at 500%. (See article xxvii)
xxxi) A representative computer will be present at government meetings, raising a computer’s point of view.
xxxii) A computer Assembly will be set up, to create laws relating to computers.  These computers will be known as MACs (Member of Assembly of Computers).  These computers will get paid extortionate amounts, and not do much for the wages.
xxxiii) Computers will no longer be permitted to be born in warehouses. They are to be produced naturally, i.e. between a computer’s male socket, and another computer’s female slot.  The new-born computer will inherit the BIOS, the OS and some data from the parent computers.
